LEADING MoONTH FOR HOME HEATING FIRES

Though the threat of a
fire may seem unlikely,
a heating related fire is
a major threat in the
winter and can cost a
lot of money if the
proper precautions are
not taken.

Although Fire
Prevention Week is
observed in October,
January is the actual

worst month for heating
fires, with about 20% of all
heating fires occurring in
this coldest month. This is
a total of 3 times more
than the amount of fires
occurring in October.

In fact, about half of
heating fires will occur
from January through
March according to a study
done by the National Fire

Incident Reporting System
(NFIRS). This is why we
emphasize fire safety
throughout the winter
months: when the danger
of a home heating fire is
the greatest.
